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To Assemble:

Please read all instructions prior to assembly.

Step 1: Carefully open the tree stand (D) and place the stand on a leveled
surface. Take the bottom section (C) of the tree and it into the stand. Secure the
bottom section of the tree to the stand by tightening the thumb screws (E)
evenly.

Step 2. Take the middle section (B) of the tree and insert it into the bottom section
(C) of the tree.

Step 3: Take the top section (A) of the tree and it into the middle section (B) of the
tree. .
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Step 4: Shape the branches to your preference by working from the bottom to the
top, When shaping the branches start with tips farthest from the pole. One to the
right, one to the left, and one at the center of the main stem.,slightly upseep all branch
tips for a uniform look.
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Step 5: Connet the plug (A1) of string with the end cord (B2) of string, Connected
the plug (B1) of string with the end cord (C2) of string.Do not illuminate until is fully
assembled and all extension cords inside the tree is connected.

Step 6: After the plugs are plugged into the wall outlet your entire tree should be lit.

Step 7: This product is for indoor and outdoor use.

Operation:

After the plugs are plugged into the wall outlet your entire tree should be lit. If
some bulbs do not light, search for any loose plugs, broken, loose or missing
bulbs that may have caused the problem. Replace bulbs promptly with
replacement blubls provided in order to maintain the performance and life
expectancy of you tree.

Step 1: Connet the light strings of the tree toghether and plug the power cord
into a wall outelt.
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Step 2: If a bulb is blown, replace the faulty bulb following the diagram below.
